Drivers are installed using File grddriversru.msi, usually supplied protected program. If for some reason
the drivers do not exist, the latest version can be downloaded from the website of "Active".

gnclient.ini - client configuration file .
Contains settings that allow you to configure secure application server dongle . The location of this file is

determined by the developer of the protected application . Configuration file  can be in the samegnclient.ini
directory with the protected application . The way in which you can find this file , you can find out by opening
the file gnclient_path.txt, which , in turn, is always located on the path defined by the environment variable %
TEMP% ( by default, such as Windows7 is "C:\Users\% CurrentUser%\AppData\Local\Temp).

Guardant Net - a technology protection network applications using electronic keys Guardant.
The main components are Guardant Net:

Network dongle Model key used to protect the network and licensing applications

Server Guardant Net Utility processes and transmits requests from the client to the key and back

Client Copy protected application that accesses the server from a remote computer key

Network Protocol Protocol that is exchanged between the client and server

Important concepts Guardant Net should also add the license key resource and its distribution (including when
dealing with multimodal applications ) .

Each network has a certain key resource licenses ( network resource ), which allows to limit the number of
simultaneous clients.
Licenses can be distributed to workstations , copies of applications or processes , depending on the task .
Applications for multi-module system is used for managing licenses , network licenses Resource

Secure network applications can not talk directly to the network key. Link between the protected application
(client) and network key performs a special tool - a software serverGuardantNet (file glds.exe).
The server provides the passage requests from the client directly to the key and back on the rules Network
Protocol TCP / IP.

Note:
Guardant Net server must be loaded on the same computer that is connected to the network dongle.
Configuration file GrdSrv.ini, which stores the server setup key is located in the folder "% Program
Data% \ Guardant \ GLDS".

Protected application (client ) via the key is to find a server and register it to continue. Depending on the
scheme of distribution of licenses as a client can be a process (copy) application , workstation or handle (copy
instance GrdAPI, used in the protection ) . Each client after server registration key network resource unit
allocated .
To work client Guardant Net does not require installing drivers Guardant, since it does not apply directly to the
key. In the same directory as the client application configuration file must be gnclient.ini, which stores the
configuration of the client .

Guardant network keys can be operated in any LAN interface with TCP / IP.
However, the key and the key server must be installed on a computer running OS family of Windows (or wine @
etersoft environment under Linux).

Server Guardant Net (file ) provides a link between the protected network application and network keyglds.exe
Guardant.

One server can serve requests  multiple network electronic keys Guardant.glds.exe

Guardant Net server must be loaded on the same computer that is connected to the network dongle.

One server allows the network to serve several key Guardant.

Running two servers  (server and service, two services) on a single computer can not!glds.exe
Running the old server  (version 5.x) and the new  (version 6.x) on the samegrdsrv.exe glds.exe
computer can not!

If necessary (to work with multiple keys) on the local network, you can run multiple servers Guardant Net
glds.exe. They must reside on different computers.

Responds to client requests the
server Guardant Net, matching your search criteria
With a large number of customers may increase the load on the network and server key. In this case it is
recommended to install multiple keys and Guardant Net servers on different computers .
Server response time depends on the load : before responds less loaded server at the moment . T. o., Load
balancing is automatically key server .

Although secure client application tries to find Guardant Net even in the absence of the configuration file,

however, only correctly filled  is the key to success (and fast) server search and follow-up with thegnclient.ini
key.

The number of concurrent client applications limited resource licenses network key Guardant.

Necessary to distinguish between the real and the  resource licenses.maximum

Situations in which a license may hang (eg network failure or application ) handled transparently to the user and
does not require his intervention.
In a network of Guardant implemented release mechanism hung licenses. In case of loss of connection with the
client server waits for restoration of communication over a period of time specified in the parameter [SERVER]
Connection_timeout, and then automatically executes GrdLogout on behalf of the client. At the same time the
license is released or becomes inactive , depending on the settings on the host distribution licenses .
If communication is lost with the server, the client tries to reconnect a specified number of times (parameter 

 in the client ) .RECONNECT_TRY _NUMBER
If the server does not receive a response within a specified time, it automatically disconnects and releases the
license ( ie, on behalf of a client command is executed GrdLogout). After that, the client conducts the
procedure of registration and re- connect .

Licensing for multi-module application designed special technology Guardant -  (LMSlicense management system

- License Management System).
In this case, a separate network resource is assigned to each of the software modules . All network resources (
and the overall resources and modules ) are stored in special sections of the table licenses.
When using a two-tiered license management takes control of licenses:

Shared licenses limits: the total number of workstations or the number of simultaneously running copies
of the application (depending on the distribution method )
Resource module limits: the number of workstations on which the module is used simultaneously , or
concurrently running instances of this module

Thus the sum of all modules resource licenses may not match the actual resource licenses , but in any case,
certainly limited its value.

In server Guardant Net realized 2 rental model licenses: fixed and competitive.
License management takes place by changing the configuration of the server: license or assigned to workstations
or issued on a competitive basis.
If necessary, you can combine the two approaches, ie, assign licenses part fixed and part - competitive. Then, if
there are several different types of licenses available, will initially be issued fixed.

Redundant license
Fixed licenses are assigned to the workstation continuously or at a predetermined time.
The first successful connection with the server, the client passes the registration process , during which the
server assigns it a label - a unique identifier of the process , receiving the license (see uuid parameter settings
gnclient.ini), as well as the workstation where the request (see HOST_ID settings gnclient.ini), stores and keeps
him license.

In the future , a fixed license , previously assigned to a certain computer can obtain copies of only those
applications which run from this workstation .

For the new host server , the first
connection is trying to fix the license (if enabled server settings ) . Therefore again can only be used
one fixed license, the rest will be ignored. For each new session will be issued new licenses to fixed
until not end key resource because even inactive fixed license reduces the number of available
connections.

Fixed number of licenses allocated to the application that starts from a single workstation, depends not only on
the server settings Guardant Net, but also on the method of allocation of licenses, implemented in the
application:

If on the same computer running multiple modules such as ,  and , theAccounting Marketing Sales Database
actual network resource key is only reduced by 1, and also decreases the resource each one of these modules,
no matter how many copies did not start.

Process ( running copies ) of the application
Can work simultaneously 15 copies of the application modules in any combination , but the number of running
instances of a particular module may not exceed its resource ( ie, no more than 5 copies of Accountancy , not
more than 3 - Marketing , no more than 10 - Sales Database, etc. ) .
If your computer (or multiple computers ) will be launched , for example, 4 process ( copy) Accounting , 3 -
Marketing, and 2 - Sales Database, the actual network resource key will decrease by 9 , and the resource of each
module will be reduced by the number of running processes for current module.

Handle
Number of simultaneous copies (es) of an application depends on the number of handles.
If your computer (or multiple computers ) will be launched , for example, 4 copies of Accountancy , 3 -
Marketing, and 2 - Sales Database, then:

a) When used in the framework of the single handle the network resource key will decrease by 9 , and the
resource of each module will be reduced by the number of running instances for this module.

b) When using two handles each process ( for example, the handle and the handle GrdAPI in Auto ) for
each process will be allocated two licenses and will overrun them in the case of modules Accounting and
Marketing and Sales Database will take 4 license.

Necessary actions to start working with Guardant Net driver installation are Guardant on the computer where

the key (the only situation where a driver is required - is to ), and the software use a hardware key in HID-mode
activation key Guardant SP, if the program is protected equipped with the same key.

For protected programs and utilities that access to the dongle, as a rule, require drivers Guardant. The only
situation where the driver does not need to be installed, is to use hardware keys Guardant in HID-mode.

Before installing drivers, better close other applications to avoid errors of file sharing.
